Town Board Meeting Minutes

May 10, 2010

Chairman Frank Frassetto called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, lead by Chairman Frassetto.
Members Present:  Thomas Herzing (via phone), Robert Keller and Frank Frassetto
Others Present: Clerk Ellen Chmielewski, Treasurer John McDermott, Zoning Administrator Tom Verstegen, Attorney Paul Rosenfeldt, Building Inspector Dave Frank and five others.

Motion by Supervisor Keller to approve the Town Board Minutes of April 12, 2010; seconded by Supervisor Herzing. CARRIED.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Treasurer John McDermott passed out the financial reports for April, 2010. Total cash in the account is $538,730. Interest rates are staying the same; a portion of the funds is in a CD paying 2.2%. On the Cash Flow Report revenue and expenses are light compared to previous months; there is a good balance in the General Fund.  Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED. The Baker Tilly compilation for 2009 was passed out; they provide financial statements for the town. 
CLERK’S REPORT:


1. Chuck Nahn of Nahn & Associates was introduced. Chuck is here to discuss our Stormwater Discharge Permit.  He has talked with the town about stormwater permits over the last couple of years, and is here to present the Stormwater Quality Management Plan. A power point presentation was given and copies of the presentation and the first 3 pages of the report were handed out; the report is 95% complete. This information is required as part of the permit process. He noted stormwater runoff for us is not a big problem because of the extensive grass swale system; these reduce the amount of pollutants. A lot of pollutants come from agriculture and construction sites; the County regulates this. Black Wolf is a small part of the 580 sq. miles of the Winnebago watershed. The plan was crafted to meet the requirements of the stormwater discharge permit that deals with the urbanized area, along Lake Winnebago. Education is important; it was suggested a tab be put on the website for public education. Illicit discharge was discussed and an ordinance was put in place; the Fire Chief was contacted to make sure they have a containment plan. A Recycling ordinance is in place and an annual road review is done. A winter de-icing program should be looked at. Stormwater modeling was looked at; 20% reduction by 2008, 40% by 2013 for the urbanized area; we are at 41.7% already. Chairman Frassetto talked about chimney discharges; practices have to be built to meet the standards. T. Verstegen asked if the maximum was 40% and was told it could get up to 80%, but we have clay soils; sandy soils provide for infiltration. Our swales are flat; nothing is over a 4% grade. C. Nahn is seeking approval of the stormwater plan; a report has to be submitted to DNR. After approval we should get the remaining 32.5% of our grant money back. The permit expires in 2011; it will be reviewed 6 months prior to that. The urbanized area may expand with the census. Supervisor Herzing felt this may be an issue for the Long Range Planning group as well. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the stormwater plan as presented; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.  


2. Appointment of Alternate Members to Board of Review.  Both Tom Verstegen and Eric Youngbauer have agreed to serve as alternates when the Board of Review is held. In speaking with John Bodouski of Bowmar Appraisal, he will hold Open Book on Tuesday, June 8th from 1-3 pm. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Alternate Members to the Board of Review; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.   Board of Review could be Thursday June 17th, Tuesday June 23 or Wednesday June 24th, day or night (2 hours). After discussion it was agreed to hold Board of Review on Thursday, June 17th from 10 am to 12 noon. This will be posted and put on the town website.

3. Liquor License Applications 2010-2011 term.  You have a list of businesses applying for the Combination Class B and Class B licenses. Background checks are being done and the licenses will need to be approved at the June 14th Board meeting.


4. Surplus Commodity Revenue Ballot-Winnebago County.  You have 2 ballots, one for revenue from 2008 and the other for revenue from 2009. At their annual meeting there was discussion on having Winnebago County hold some funds for future tipping fee stabilization; this could be done by voting to have Winnebago County retain the $114,231 and voting to refund the 2008 surplus commodity revenue of $425,420. Supervisor Herzing noted in the past we have asked for our money back; however he would be open to having the County keep the $114,231 as an emergency fund, and ask for the 2008 revenue to be returned. Chair Frassetto agreed. Motion by Supervisor Herzing for Winnebago County to refund the 2008 recycling revenue surplus of $425,420 to signing municipalities, and for Winnebago County to hold the 2009 recycling revenue surplus of $114,231 in a fund for future recycling tipping fee stabilization seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED. 


Under correspondence, Phil Roberts of Omnni & Assoc. sent notice of a public information meeting regarding the proposed improvements to County Hwy. I and Fisk on Monday, May 17th from 5:30 to 7 pm at the Winnebago County Highway Dept.  Omnni is the design consultant on this project. Construction is scheduled for 2014. You have a copy.


Eldorado sent their Comprehensive Plan CD, which they finished in Dec. 2009.


John Haese, Winnebago County Highway Commissioner, sent a letter saying the County is in the initial planning of its 2011 budget. If the town is planning to request funding for bridge aid for culvert replacement he wants the request by June 1st.


The Winnebago County Sheriff’s office said they conducted an underage alcohol compliance check at Lakeshore, Lakeside and KB Cove. Lakeside and KB Cove passed the test, however Lakeshore did not; an employee was cited with a $367 fine. 


The WI DOT sent a letter soliciting STP-Urban projects for the 2011-2014 program cycle. Candidate projects should be submitted by June 14th. You have a copy to review. 


The City of Oshkosh Plan Commission is recommending an amendment to the Oshkosh Comprehensive Plan. The proposal is to change some residential land use designation to industrial land use designation for a portion of property at W. Ripple Ave and Oregon Street Rd. in the Town of Nekimi. The hearing is set for May 25th at 6 pm, Oshkosh City Hall. Maps and other information on this proposal is in the office. This area is across from Baldor.

Lastly a letter was send from Jeff Frank regarding activities at Weyerhorst Creek. You were given a copy which can be discussed later in the meeting.






PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:
Chair Frassetto noted comments are being recorded; as far as issues regarding Weyerhorst Creek issue, the Board has heard the arguments and it is not necessary to belabor all of them again. Any comments should be directed to the Board and not to each other. Attorney Paul Rosenfeldt was introduced; he is an associate of Attorney John St. Peter. 

John Tolejano asked if the Board would be able to come to a resolution this evening even though Planning & Zoning tabled the matter for 30 days. Chair Frassetto said that would be open to debate when it is discussed later in the meeting. 


Gail Martiny wanted to let the Board know they received a note from the delivery company that deliveries would be received after 8:30 a.m.

As no one else wished to speak, that portion of the meeting was closed.

COUNTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:  County Supervisor Pat Brennand was not present. 

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: 

Chairman Frassetto said the information still sits in DC and no decision has been made yet as to where we are relative to meeting the threshold for the Quiet Zone in our town.
SUPERVISOR I REPORT:


Supervisor Herzing thanked the Clerk for keeping the Planning & Zoning Minutes straight. There is a conflict in the Weyerhorst Creek area; the issue was stated during the Planning & Zoning meeting and the Committee voted unanimously to table it for a month, hoping that during that time informal discussions would take place between the parties that are involved, and they would try to find a resolution to bring forward to Planning & Zoning for review and pass on to the Town Board. At this time, giving an opportunity for further discussion for clarification and hopefully informal resolution is a good idea. 


As far as the Plan Commission, they have been meeting the 4th Monday of each month and are moving forward on making recommendations regarding density standards and a host of other issues that will affect the ordinances of the town. We will be seeing these bit by bit as time passes; they will be making individual recommendations to the Planning & Zoning Committee and then to the Town Board.

Chair Frassetto addressed John Tolejano saying the answer is “no”, we are going with the recommendations of the Planning & Zoning Committee. Supervisor Herzing added we want to encourage the neighbors who are involved with this to sit down and informally discuss this issue.  
SUPERVISOR II REPORT:


Supervisor Keller said he wrote a draft to the Town of Eldorado for intergovernmental agreement to handle the plowing and mowing on the section of road we share with them on Lone Elm between Oregon and Swiss Road.  Motion by Supervisor Keller to approve the agreement between the Town of Eldorado and the Town of Black Wolf for plowing and mowing the section of road on Lone Elm between Oregon and Swiss Road; seconded by Supervisor Herzing.  The agreement is to have Eldorado do the mowing on both sides for that mile and we will do the plowing. CARRIED.


On the address signs, poles and signs were put up on Country Club, W. Ripple and W. Waukau this week.  The Clerk advised another 550 smaller signs are ordered and we are waiting for delivery; 6x18 instead of 8x20 inch size. Supervisor Herzing asked about the scrap we are collecting; are we recycling. Supervisor Keller said we are trying to salvage some of the posts; if it is in good condition it is cleaned and painted. The Clerk added that when all of the old signs are accumulated, they will be taken in for scrap and some money will be received for them. 

The next item is the road maintenance reports. Last month the report was brought to the Board and there was a question on paving costs on Greystone. We are getting TRIP money for 50% of the asphalt costs through the County. The total cost for Greystone is $40,300; asphalt is $26,000, we will get 50% reimbursed on the asphalt. The total cost is $27,300.  The total cost of $82,700 to do Greystone and Lone Elm from Howlett Bridge to CTH R. The amounts are put in a 3-year average. Supervisor Herzing asked about a fire lane at the end of E. Ripple; the fire lane also serves in part as the driveway for the house that is next door. The owner said the driveway needs to be redone and asked about his obligation for the fire lane. Supervisor Keller will look into this. Motion by Supervisor Keller to approve the 2009 Road Maintenance Plan, including the paving of Greystone and the section of Lone Elm; seconded by Supervisor Herzing. Chair Frassetto asked about the total costs; Supervisor Keller said it is 56,600 for Howlett to the bridge, $30,000 was asphalt and we can get reimbursed for $15,000; the other side of the bridge it was $19,000 total, $9850 of that was asphalt and we get reimbursed $4,925. We end up with a $41,275 for Howlett to bridge and $14,125 for bridge to cheese factory, and that adding to the $27,300 on Greystone comes up to $82,700. We have $140,000 highway funds, $115,000 of that is highway maintenance; there is sufficient money budgeted for this project and if other things come up we have some flexibility.  CARRIED.   

Supervisor Keller talked about the roundabout on County I and Fisk. Omnni was talked to about a bike path to be included in the construction; Phil Roberts said what they will do is to widen the shoulder anyway, so they will pave an additional distance to allow for bike traffic. This will be on County I. Chair Frassetto talked about looking at town roads and what we plan to do with them. As part of the City growth they plan on coming down I. We will look at setbacks and talk about widening Fisk. Nercon trucks were rerouted from coming down Country Club Rd.     

 
 SANITARY DISTRICT REPORT:  No one was present. 

 
CONSTABLE’S REPORT:   Chris Martell was not present.
BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: 


Dave Frank said there was 1 new house last month. He talked about code changes which increase the costs of wiring. Tamper proof receptacles are needed. Lead paint comes into play when remodeling; the area has to be partitioned off.  He felt that lead paint was not used after 1978.  There were no questions regarding the Building Inspector report for April, 2010.
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  
Supervisor Herzing moved to approve the payment of bills for May 2010, second by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.   

Chairman Frassetto moved to adjourn until June 14, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. seconded by Supervisor Herzing.  CARRIED.
