Town Board Meeting Minutes

June 14, 2010

Supervisor Robert Keller called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, lead by Supervisor Keller.
Members Present:  Thomas Herzing (via phone) and Robert Keller.  Chairman Frank Frassetto will be about fifteen minutes late. Others Present: Clerk Ellen Chmielewski, Treasurer John McDermott, and six others.

Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Town Board Minutes of May 10, 2010; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Treasurer John McDermott gave the financial report ending May 31, 2010. Total cash in the account is $514,000. Interest rates held steady. The Cash Flow Report was given.  Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED. 
CLERK’S REPORT:

    Correspondence was given first: Winnebago County sent notice of its Permanent Medication Collection Box. It is located in the lobby of the City of Oshkosh Safety Building, 420 Jackson Street. It can be accessed 24 hours/day, 7 days/week.  The last collection in April brought in 572 pounds of non-controlled and 25 pounds of controlled medications. 

   Winnebago County Office of Emergency Management sent information on Mitigation Grant Funding available. FEMA provides 5 grant programs that have the potential to fund mitigation projects.  Information will be kept in the office.

   Steve O’Krueg sent a thank you note for use of the town hall for the Trapper Ed Classes he ran in March.  We also received a thank you note from the US Census Bureau for use of the town hall during their 2010 census training. Training took place for a full week in April.
   1. Liquor License Applications 2010-2011 term.  You have a list of businesses applying for the Combination Class B and Class B licenses. Background checks are done and the licenses need to be approved.  Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the 2010-2011 Liquor Licenses; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.
   2. Historical Committee Update: The committee is looking for input on plans for the open house in September. A few pictures will be enlarged, bookmarks and booklets will be done; postcards or a letter will be sent to residents as a reminder. As some cost will be incurred, including refreshments, they are asking about costs for booklets, charging enough to cover some costs. Supervisor Herzing suggested the committee come forward with a proposal to be approved or modified at the next meeting. After looking at the letter from the committee, Supervisor Keller said he came up with a total of $490; we do not know how many people will attend. The clerk added the committee would like enough booklets initially, and then take orders if more are needed. Earlier in the year the committee presented some cost estimates. Supervisor Keller said at $490 if we expect to sell 100 books, amortized and add $3.37 per book, it would come up to about $8.70/book-that is our cost; we don’t want to make money, only cover our costs. Chairman Frassetto came into the meeting.  We could round it off to $10/booklet.  The clerk added there will be a CD available. Motion by Supervisor Keller that for the first 100 booklets we charge $10/booklet.  Supervisor Herzing said he would like to see a budget presented, an end number; if they want $500 we can vote on it. Motion failed for lack of a second.  Chairman Frassetto asked that the committee come back with a budget at the July Board meeting.      





PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

As no one wished to speak, that portion of the meeting was closed.

COUNTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:  County Supervisor Pat Brennand talked about the comprehensive rewrite of the zoning ordinances which are continuing and moving well. Civitec was approved to do the Farmland Preservation portion of the program; that will be incorporated in. They have done the majority of the work with the rewrite committee. This may be done this fall. The maps will be the next stage. Chairman Frassetto talked about Farmland Preservation. Pat Brennand said their intention is to take it on; if the towns want to go forward the County will be the mechanism. The County had enough interest from towns for them to do this. Chairman Frassetto talked about identifying lands that come under County zoning, what if the town has a different plan? P.Brennand said he would defer it to the town; communication should go back and forth. There will be communication with Civitec and the municipalities to work on this.  Pat Brennand said not much else is going on at the County; preliminary budgets are being put together. The new County Board is starting to work with each other; it is an interesting mix. 

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: 
  Appointments of Jim Chitwood, Joe Sagen and Al Stenerson to Planning & Zoning Committee. 


Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the appointments of Jim Chitwood, Joe Sagen and Al Stenerson to the Planning & Zoning Committee; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED. 
   Appointment of Jim Macy, Leon Luker and Mark Yokom to the Board of Appeals. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the appointments of Jim Macy, Leon Luker and Mark Yokom to the Board of Appeals; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.  Steve Scharpf will be contacted about continuing on the Board of Appeals; his term expires in July, 2010.

   Quiet Zone Update:  Chair Frassetto felt we are making progress; information was received from Tom Boyke of Riechert & Mielke. We will need to do a little more work; one suggestion was to put up a quick curb with reflector. You can ride over them if necessary; they would be needed at 2 or 3 crossings. Three areas would be East Lone Elm, 100 linear feet of channelization; County Z, 100’ channels, W. Nekimi 100 linear feet to Country Club. T.Boyke was asked to check on what the City of Oshkosh uses, longer gates; Canadian National would have to weigh in on having longer gates. We are looking at $75/linear foot for channelization; we could use town employees to put it in. Once this is in place, hopefully the quiet zone is done.   
  Under correspondence, information was received on Highway 41 construction.
SUPERVISOR I REPORT:

   Planning & Zoning Report: CSM for James Grunloh, Tax Parcels 004-0762, 004-0763. Two lots are being put together; Planning & Zoning approved this. The County has yet to review this.

Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the CSM for James Grunloh, Tax Parcels 004-0762, 004-0763.  The clerk advised Bill Frueh is here tonight and is presenting a revised CSM for James Grunloh; he was asked to explain the changes. Mr. Frueh explained he submitted the CSM to the town and the County at the same time. The County advised he made a mistake and this needed to be tied in to section corners; this doesn’t change the intent of the CSM, it is only the section corners. The distances are different, the section corners and the legal description had to be changed. Chair Frassetto noted not only does the house sit on 2 parcels, it sits on 4 section corners. Supervisor Herzing restated his motion: Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the CSM for James Grunloh, Tax Parcels 004-0762, 004-0763 as modified; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.
   On the Residential/Business Issue, the Planning & Zoning Committee made a motion as follows:  Motion to allow the Martiny business to operate as is with the restrictions given: deliveries no more than once a week, deliveries must be after 8:30 am and no later than 8:00 pm, with no sunset, and subject to fines up to $1,000/day as per our Ordinance.  Supervisor Herzing proposed that we will accept this recommendation with another condition, that this be reviewed in one year, as we did with the Community Gardens. Supervisor Keller added it was the intention of the Planning & Zoning Committee and request of the Board to re-look at that ordinance and further define it so it is more acceptable to today’s standards. Supervisor Herzing agreed saying he understood this.  Motion by Chairman Frassetto to accept the recommendation of Planning & Zoning allowing the Martiny business to operate as is with the restrictions given: deliveries no more than once a week, deliveries must be after 8:30 am and no later than 8:00 pm, with no sunset, and subject to fines up to $1,000/day as per our Ordinance, with a review to come in one year; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.  

   On the Plan Commission report, it is contained within the Planning & Zoning report. No action was taken on the unsewered lot proposal; it is not being forwarded at this point. Planning & Zoning is planning on having a joint meeting with the Plan Commission. 
SUPERVISOR II REPORT:

   On the Nekimi-Lake Road Intersection-Stop Signage, a stop sign was put on the eastbound section of Nekimi where it intersects with Lake Road. This was a request by a few residents out there. It made more sense to have the sign on Nekimi. Since then we had a couple of people request 3-way stop signs out there. The clerk added people have gone through the stop sign as they didn’t know it was changed and a suggestion was to add a red flag to the stop sign. Supervisor Keller said flags will be put on the “Stop Ahead” and “Stop” sign. He looked into a 3-way stop; generally a 4-way stop is reserved for a section where stop lights might be put in. 

   Maintenance-Truck and Equipment Update: The bed of the F150 truck was corroded because of the salt that is put in it. Ziebart coated the bed liner, a lifetime warranty. We are getting quotes for the Sterling truck; there is a lot of rust on the body, frame, bed and underneath. The quotes are for sandblasted and painted. One quote is from Spies, $4,195 plus environmental fee and taxes and another from Quality Truck Care Center which is less. We will make these quotes equal and will be getting another quote. A meeting was had with Robert Doemel, County Bridge Engineer. He wanted to discuss putting a deck sealer on the 2 new bridges. This was highly recommended; they started to do this on bridges under County control. This shows a big difference on how much salt penetrates through; this shortens the life of the bridge. This would be a good time to seal them up. He also suggested we do some epoxy crack sealing on the older bridges, specifically the bridges on Fisk. There is money in the budget for maintenance. The estimate is $.25/sq. foot, $500/bridge. 

   On County I-N (Fisk Ave.) Supervisor Keller attended an informational meeting. He found out it is not in the plan to be started until 2014. When John Haese was asked about drainage out there he said the town will be asked to participate in some drainage improvements at the intersection. There are culverts that go under there now, facing straight across. They want to replace them at an angle that would agree with the natural water flow. There is a ditch running along Fisk, in the town, which is part of the land acquisition required for the project. If the project goes through, the land would have to be acquired and then cleaned out; if it doesn’t go through we still have a ditch that needs to be cleaned out. Supervisor Keller suggested talking with the land owner now to see about cleaning it out at his expense or the town acquires the land now. A map was shown; it is the ditch south of Fisk. According to the plan it would be .83 acres, and not in the right of way. Chairman Frassetto talked bout the roundabout being a part of the widening of CTH I. Five land owners will have to have land acquired from. Supervisor Keller said there are no new meetings scheduled; letters were sent to two land owners who did not attend the meeting.          
     

 
 SANITARY DISTRICT REPORT:  Scott Mateyka was present. He said there is progress with the DNR.  The 2009 audit has been completed. Cleanup for spring is now in progress; one round is completed. The spring inspection found major problems on W. Decorah which are being taken car of now. This amounted to about 15 gallons/minute. The Sanitary District does not plan on raising fees; the maintenance we have done is paying for itself.  
CONSTABLE’S REPORT:   Chris Martell was not present.
BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  Dave Frank was not present.  There were no questions regarding the Building Inspector report for May, 2010.
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  
Supervisor Herzing moved to approve the payment of bills for June 2010, second by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.   

Chairman Frassetto moved to adjourn until July 12, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. seconded by Supervisor Herzing.  CARRIED.
